With Raisbeck’s Ram Air Recovery System installed, you can deploy ice vanes for all ground, takeoff and landing 
operations—with minimal torque loss—and help prevent foreign object damage (FOD), thereby also extending your 
engine life due to less wear-and-tear on engine components.
